Vortsjarv kuulub Natura 2000 loodus- ja linnukaitsealasse ning
voib uhkusega esitleda jarve rikkalikku elustikku.

Hea 6nne korral voib ndha ka meri- ja kalakotkast voi musta
toonekurge.

Lake Vortsjarv region

The beautiful Vortsjary, the largest inland lake of Estonia is
expanding its teardrop shape in the middle of Estonian uplands.
Vortsjarv is bordered by three counties (Viljandi, Tartu and Valga)
and seven rural municipalities. Vortsjdrv is part of the Natura 2000
ecological reserve and wild bird protection sites and can proudly
present the rich biota of the lake. The genuine treasures of Vortsjarv
are the silvery shimmering fish resources contained in its waters.
The muddy waters of Vértsjarv hide diverse fish, even total of 35
different fish species, the most popular of which are eel, bream,
pike, and pike-perch. Vortsjarv is often dubbed as the “Eel lake"
after the most valued of these fish. The slippery and somewhat
vermicular eel bears a more than passing resemblance to the snakes
found on the shore. Its flesh is considered to be a great delicacy and
especially palatable when smoked or marinated. The most widely
known species of birds present at the lake are seagulls, cormorants,
ducks, and grebes. If lucky, one may spot a rare white-tailed eagle
or osprey or even a black stork.

Besides the ancient fishing villages, sturdy kale-boats and
enterprising fishermen, the tone is also set by the skilled craftsmen.
When travelling around this lake of thousand faces, one can choose
the activities according to their personal preference — whether to
have an active holiday, visit the lake museum or taste the delectable
smoked bream the fishermen have taken fresh out of the oven. In

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Island of Muhu

For centuries, the island of Muhu has acted like a tiny maritime
kingdom wedged between two straits. The seacoast covered
with wild flora like a carpet and sheltered by small wooden
mooring platforms, recounts the story of the past days and
happenings and how the Muhu islanders have always lived here.
Local Vikings raiding the neighbouring lands, the noble fleet
built by the coastal folk, light flat-bottomed medieval ships (uisk

Muhu presents centuries old fishing villages
and sacred worship sites side by side with cliff
coasts and fields of reed; one can spot horse
carts in everyday use at the village roads.

The villages themselves have plenty of log
farmhouses with reed roofs and chambers
decorated with carpets bearing floral patterns,

A wooden fortress was built in the island of Muhu in the
end of the ancient era and with that fortress the dramatic
end to the Estonian struggle for freedom is associated: the
battle that took place in here between the Brotherhood of
Sword and Estonian freedom fighters in 1227 sealed the
fate of Estonians, condemning them for centuries under a
foreign yoke;

St. Catherine's church, located at Liiva, was built in the end of
13th century, immediately after the freedom was lost;

Muhu was known for its travelling craftsmen and builders,
who found employment in the capital city of Tallinn as well
as in St. Petersburg and Riga. The skills of these people

in particular gave rise to the specific architectural style of
Muhu. Nowadays, the most pronounced example of that
style would be the auxiliary buildings of the Péadaste manor;
Up to 19th century, the route between the islands and

the mainland was navigated by flat bottomed sail boats
that could be up to 18 m of length and were called uisk

in Estonian. The most ancient traditional sailing boat of
Estonia set sails for the last time during the
WWI. The people of Muhu had used these
uisk-boats for both maritime battles and
trade for over 1000 years;

e The population of Muhu reached its peak
with 6,000 people in the beginning of 20th
century, gradually decreasing thereafter to
the current 2000 people by the end of the
century. It is believed that the ancestors

of modern Muhu people arrived to Muhu

from Courland sometimes in the 6th century, when a
stronghold called Muhu Kalns was known to have existed
there;

* Muhu boasts over 25 rare orchid species and hosts masses
of migratory birds each year;

* Each year a swimming competition is held for crossing the
strait between Muhu and Saaremaa islands;

e The island of Muhu and the neighbouring islands have
hosted over 60 pubs and seamen'’s shelters;

Lake Peipus area and
the Onion Route

Lake Peipus area is a unique district, featuring the cultural
heritages of the Estonian peasantry, Russian Old Believers as
well as the Baltic Germans. All these are brought together by
Lake Peipus, the fourth largest lake in Europe, that has provided
the food and livelihood, been the fertile ground for sprouting
legends, acted as the access point to the rest of the world as
well as the site of major battles. Diverse layers and multicultural
charm are especially evident through the vitality of the long time
local traditions in this eastern border region of the European
Union.

The villages stringed like pearls along the coast of the Lake are
inimitable in their architecture, sermons, chants and handicrafts.
The travellers taking the Onion Route will no doubt remember
the densely housed village streets, higher-than-average onion
benches, boundless benevolence of the locals, delectable brown
boiled sugar served together with tea... And naturally the
fishing harbours, where one can purchase fish directly from the
fishermen fresh back from the lake.

Over 200 rivers and streams flows into Lake Peipus and just one
stream flows out — therefore the spring floods are the nature's
way over here. In springtime, when the water
level is at the highest, the area of the Lake
expands by up to 780 sq km and during that
time one can take a boat or canoe to the
